Blue Ridge Tour: What‟s more satisfying than driving a well-tuned British sports car 
through gorgeous twisty terrain?  You‟re invited to do just that on Friday, April 16th 
along with your fellow car enthusiasts. We‟ve mapped out a beautiful route through 
the foothills of the Blue Ridge mountains.  The rally starts start on the hour between 
2:00 PM and 4:00 PM, departing from the Hampton Inn (our host hotel).  

Participants’ Choice Car Show: On Saturday morning, the picturesque grounds of 
Shelton Vineyards will provide the setting for our British car show. Last year, over 240 
cars attended representing over a dozen different 
British marques. Balloting will end at 1:00 PM with 
the Awards Ceremony to follow at 3:00 PM.  You 
can enjoy a box lunch offered by one of our ven-
dors or eat at Shelton Vineyard‟s Harvest Grill 
Restaurant. 

Shelton Vineyards Barrel Tasting: It is a real 
treat to taste young wines still in barrel and try to 
predict what they are likely to become. George 
Denka, President of Shelton Vineyards, will lead 
the group through the barrel cave and aging cellars of Shelton Vineyards and pull 
samples of the 2009 vintage wines still resting and aging prior to blending and bot-
tling. Learn about the aging process, and the methodology that goes into picking and 
blending individual lots of wine to produce the product that ends up in the bottle. All of 
the wines tasted in this seminar will be dry wines.  

Barrel Tastings (limited to 20 participants) will be held at 11:00 a.m. and 1:00 p.m.

Take I-40 West to Highway 421 North. Take I-77 North to Exit 

93 (Dobson). Follow the signs to the vineyard. We are approxi-

mately 1 hour from Winston-Salem, 1 ½ hours from Greens-

boro and 2 ½ hours from the Triangle area. 

Please note that Exit 93 is approximately 20 minutes from where Hwy 421 meets I-77. 

Alternate route from Winston-Salem/Greensboro/Triangle:  Take Highway 52 toward Mt.
